Compliance Report of Environmental Conditions to Ministry of Environment & Forest

We are pleased to state that our unit have got the Environmental Clearance from MOEF (Ministry of
Environment and Forest) and Consent to Establish (NOC) and Consent to Operate from West-Bengal Pollution
Control Board.

We are pleased to submit the compliance report of Environmental conditions stipulated in the
environmental clearance letter of Ministry of Environment and Forest for our Fibre Cement sheets

manufacturing unit at Tungadhowa, P.O.-Mohimnischinta, District- Jhargram, Pin-721513, as per letter no.
J11011/556/2007-IA(T) dated 30.10.2007 for the production capacity of 2,50,000 MT.
We are complying the following: -

Action taken

1.

Specific Condition: A (i) — The
project proponent shall adhere to the
prescribed BIS standards and laws
regarding wuse and handling of
asbestos, safety of employee’s etc.
Raw materials like asbestos fibre and
cement should be transported in
closed containers. Asbestos fibre
shall be brought in palletized form,
in impermeable bags and under
compressed condition.

We are thoroughly complying with the guidelines as per
BIS standards and laws related to use and handling of
asbestos fibre, safety of employees, solid waste
management, control of emission of asbestos dust, pictorial
warning signs, precautionary notices etc. The Asbestos
fibre bags are being transported to the works by closed
container mode i.e. compressed form in impermeable
polythene bags kept in wooden palette placed in steel
container which will be opened in the factory godown only.

Specific Condition: A (ii) — Blue
asbestos shall not be utilized as raw
material in the manufacturing
process. A written commitment in
this regard shall be furnished within a
period of three months.

Blue asbestos is never used as raw materials in the
manufacturing process, a written commitment has been sent
to MOEF ref; UAL-BENGAL/CAL/99/313
dated.20.11.1999; UAL-BENGAL/QC/01-02/09  dated
08.04.02, UAL-BEN/Env. /VP/05-06 dated 30.01.2006 &
UAL-BEN/Env. /VP/07-08/378 dated 21.12.2007.

Specific Condition: A (iii) — There
shall be no manual handling/opening
of asbestos fibre bags. As proposed
the company shall install fully
automatic fibre handling system with
bag opening device and fibre storage
and batching system. Dust extraction
system with bag filters and chimney
will be installed with fibre handling
system.

In compliance to special conditions stipulated in
Environmental Clearance issued by MOEF, Manual
handling of Asbestos fibre bags are totally stopped for
bringing asbestos fibre bags from the Store Yard to the
Vertical Lifting Sections. Asbestos Fibre bags are being
transferred by forklift only & during that time fibre bags
are in palletized form & covered with impermeable
polythene bags. Closed fibre bags are directly loaded into
completely enclosed fully automatic PLC controlled Bag
opening device with Bag shredder which is connected with
Bag filter Unit and labourers are provided with adequate
personal protective equipments so that they are not exposed
to asbestos fibre.

Specific Condition: A (iv) — Fugitive
emissions generated from hopper of
Jaw crusher and pulverizer shall be
channelized through hood with
proper suction arrangement shall be
connected to bag filter and stack.

For avoiding the generation of fugitive emission from hopper of
Jaw crusher and Pulverizer, a suitable arrangement with proper
suction by bag filter and stack has been channelized with the
system for the above machine.

Specific Condition: A (v) — The
Company shall comply with total
dust emission limit of 2 mg/Nm® as
notified under the Environment
(Protection) rules,1986. Adequate
measures should be adopted to
control the process emission and
ensure that the stack emission of
asbestos fibre shall not exceed the
emission limit of 0.2 fibre/cc. Further
, in the work zone area the fibre count
shall not exceed 0.1 fibre/cc.
Monitoring of dust and fibres shall be
done as per guidelines of West
Bengal Pollution Control Board and
reports shall be submitted to
ministry’s  Regional  office at
Bhubaneswar/CPCB/SPCB.

The various Environmental parameters are being monitored
externally & internally, we are complying with the total dust
emission limit of 2mg/Nm’ for fibre handling stack &
150mg/Nm’ for cement handling stack and the emission of
Asbestos Fibre from the stack and the concentration of the same in
the work zone are well within the limit of 0.2 fibre/c.c & 0.1
fibre/c.c respectively.

A compliance status report along with the monitored data is also
sent to the regional office of = MOEF, every six months. The
monitored data is also sent to WBPCB every three months. In this
context it is to be mentioned that we are complying all the limits
fixed by WBPCB in case of Stack monitoring and Ambient air
monitoring also.

Specific Condition: A (vi) — Bags
containing asbestos fibre shall be
stored in closed area to avoid fugitive
emission of asbestos fibre in the
environment.

a) All material transfer points
shall be connected to dust
extraction system.

b) Leakages of dust from
machines and ducts shall be
plugged.

c) Floor shall be cleaned by
vacuum cleaner only.

Covered belt conveyor shall be used
instead of manual transportation of
asbestos within the premises.

All monitoring points have been connected to dust extraction
system in suitable places & various steps have been taken to arrest
the leakage of dust from the machine.

We receive fibre in sealed HDPE bags which are further sealed
with polyethylene wrapping over a wooden palette which is
furthermore sealed in steel container. Manual handling of Asbestos
fibre bags are not required, as we handle it through fully automated
PLC controlled fully enclosed bag opening devices and edge
runner mill. All emission points have been connected with Pulse
Jet Bag Filters. We have total 08 nos. stacks.

Fibre bags inside the bag opening device and edge runner mill is
being conveyed by conveyor belt.

We have total 03nos. of industrial vacuum cleaners, which are
used for area cleaning.

Action taken

Specific Condition: A (vii) -
Regular measurement of pollutants
(SPM, asbestos fibre count) in work
zone area and stack(s) shall be
undertaken by setting up a dedicated
laboratory. In addition, the asbestos
fibre count in the work zone area
shall be got monitored by an
Independent Monitoring Agency like
NIOH, ITRC/NCB etc on a six-
monthly basis. The monitored data
shall be submitted to the State
Pollution Control Board West Bengal
once in three month and to Ministry’s
regional office at Bhubaneswar,
every six months

The company has a separate Environmental Department with
phase contrast microscope for fibre counting. SPM monitored on
quarterly basis by an approved independent laboratory by
WBPCB.

We are taking samples every month from different locations for
measurements of air borne asbestos fibre dust and also samples
are collected & analyzed by CPCB approved / NABL
accreditation laboratory on regular basis.

Apart from the above, Regional Labour Institute, Ministry of
Labour & Employment, Directorate General Factory Advice
Service & Labour Institutes, Government of India — Kolkata
conducted their monitoring on Oct’21.

A compliance status report along with the monitored data is also
sent to the regional office of = MOEF, every six months. The
monitored data is also sent to WBPCB every three months. In this
context it is to be mentioned that we are complying all the limits
fixed by WBPCB in case of Stack monitoring and Ambient air
monitoring also.

Specific Condition: A (viii) — The
quantity of water consumption shall
be limited to 287 m’/d and there shall
be no discharge of process effluent.
The entire process effluent shall be
reused/recycled in the manufacturing
process. The domestic waste water
shall be treated in sewage treatment
plant and treated sewage shall be
utilized for plantation.

The quantity of water consumption will not be exceed to 287 m’/d.

Our industry is running with the concept of ‘ZERO’ effluent
management. We are not discharging any process effluent outside
the plant premises. Waste water generated during the production is
continuously recycled back to the manufacturing process in a
closed circuit. The domestic waste water is discharged to a storage
tank (30KL) and reused in green belt development after
preliminary treatment through Sewage Treatment Plant.

Apart from the above, we have ‘Roof Top Rain Water
Harvesting Project’ inside the township, which helps to increase
the ground water table. We also use rainwater in our process.
When we consume rain water, we are not using ground water
which will effect in rise of ground water level.

We have already Received the certificate form State Water
Investigation Directorate (SWID) for drawl of ground
water.

Specific Condition: A (x) — The
Company shall ensure that the entire
solid waste generated including
process rejects, dust from bag filters
and empty asbestos bag shall be
recycled in the manufacturing
process. The disposal facilities for
asbestos waste shall be in accordance
with the Bureau of Indian Standard
Code.

The company is working on the Principle of “ Zero Waste
Management”. The green waste generated in the process is
recycled on line into the process through a waste pulper
unit. Dust from bag filters are collected into HDPE bags
and recycled back in to the process. Waste from Salvaging,
trimming; off-cuts and discards, maintenance cleaning
waste are pulverized & recycled back into process. Empty
asbestos bags are used automatically into the process
through Bag-Shredding machine. Apart from the above
wastes, some amount of the machine scrap waste is
generated which cannot be reused in our process. The
unusable waste is kept in HDPE bags and its mouth is tied
up. The bags are kept in W.B.P.C.B authorized “Asbestos
Waste Disposal Pit”. The waste will finally be transported
to TSDF, located at Haldia, East Midnapore for final
disposal.

Specific Condition: A (xi) — The cut
and damaged fibre bags shall be
handled with utmost care and shall
be immediately repaired. Piling of
AC sheet and products shall be done
in wet condition only.

If any torned fibre bags are found at the time of unloading
of fibre bags at fibre godown, immediately paper tape is
used to stop the fibre leakage.

Specific Condition: A (xii)) -
Regular medical examination of
workers and health monitoring of the
employees shall be carried out and
record maintained up to minimum 40
years from the beginning of
employment or 15 years after
retirement or cessation of
employment whichever is lower. A
competent  occupational  health
physician should be appointed to
carry out medical surveillance. The
occupational health monitoring must
be strengthened to include periodic
(six months) sputum test along with
pulmonary test supplemented by X-
Ray test annually. The Company
should also provide medical and
health care facilities at the work
place and if cases of asbestosis are
detected, necessary compensation
shall be arranged under the existing
laws.

Regular medical check-up of our staff and workmen are
being conducted periodically as per the norms set up by
Factories Act as well as MOEF. We have an Occupational
Health Center within our factory premises where a Doctor
& pharmacist have been employed. We have also
purchased a “ Spiro meter” which is fully computerized for
conducting pulmonary function test in house. Health record
will be maintained up to minimum 40 years from the
beginning of employment or 15 years after retirement or
cessation of employment whichever is earliest.

Specific Condition: A (xiii) — To
educate the workers, all the work
places where asbestos dust may
cause a hazard shall be clearly
indicated as a dust exposure area
through the use of display sings
which identifies the hazard and the
associated health effects.

Pictorial warning signs, precautionary notice have been
displayed at the work places where asbestos dust may cause
a hazard to educate and make the workers aware of the
same & the associated health effects.

Specific Condition: A (xiv) — As
proposed 10 Acres area shall be
developed as green belt with local
species in consultation with DFO as
per CPCB guidelines.

We have already developed 12.13 acre (4.91 hectare) out of
the project area 35 acre (14.164 Hectare) for green belt.
Presently total 24561 healthy plants are grown and being
maintained by us (28 years details enclosed, Annexure-
I1I).

We have numerous dust arresting and trapping trees, that
includes Ficus bengalensis, Ficus religiosa and Mangifera
indica inside our premises. However, we will plant these
type of dust arresting and trapping trees further.

IMPROVEMENT IN ENVIRONMENTAL PERFORMANCE

Environment Quality has been vastly improved since the inception of the unit. Human settlement and vegetation
has not been affected since we run our plant with a highly efficient and fully enclosed local exhaust Ventilation
system (LEVS). Since our process is run in a closed circuit, the entire process water is recycled back into the
system. We are not discharging any “ Process Effluent” outside .

Our domestic waste water after preliminary treatment in Domestic Waste Water Treatment Tank is reused in
Green-Belt area .The company have a well planned Solid Waste Management System as all discards and rejects
are pulverised back into the process .The Company works on “ZERO WASTE” management principle.

EFFLUENT WATER QUALITY

We are not discharging any “Process Effluent” outside as our production unit is designed as closed circuit. In
our case the entire process waste water is recycled back into the process. Only domestic waste water is being
discharged into a 30 KL storage tank and reused for green belt development after preliminary treatment through
Sewage Treatment Plant.

Waste water generated from the process is totally recycled in the process .
